Chilikov, St. The Eucharist and Asceticism in the Tradition of the Church.

The monograph examines one of the most significant and timely themes in the life of the 

Body of Christ: the synthesis of the Eucharist and ascetical struggle. This central thesis of 

the study is consistently developed through several fundamental theological correlations that 

structure the overall argument of the work. These include: dogma and ethos, image and 

likeness, grace and freedom, essence and energies, and salvation and deification (theosis). 

These conceptual pairs function as structuring contexts for the proposed theological discourse 

on the Eucharist and asceticism. Through them, the internal logic of this discourse is revealed, 

in which the ascetical and the eucharistic dimensions are not opposed but united in the living 

experience of the Church. 

The hermeneutical principle guiding the reading of the sources—Sacred Scripture, patristic 

writings, and liturgical and hymnographic texts—is grounded in the fundamental conviction 

that dogma cannot be separated from ethos, nor grace from freedom, nor essence from 

energies. Within this framework, asceticism and the Eucharist are not treated as two 

autonomous realities but as mutually interpenetrating dimensions existing in perfect 

perichoresis. 

The synthesis of the Eucharist and ascetical struggle is inconceivable apart from the synthesis 

of dogma and ethos. For this reason, the monograph first examines the significance of the 

correlation between dogma and ethos and its place in the tradition and life of the Church. In 

the context of the disruption of this synthesis, the emergence of the so-called Eucharistic and 

therapeutic ecclesiologies, often set in opposition to one another, is analyzed. The first 

chapter presents both the conceptual strengths and the problematic aspects of these two 

perspectives on the “two ecclesiologies,” as well as their principal representatives and 

arguments. 



The second part of the monograph develops further the discourse on the synthesis between the 

Eucharist and asceticism by addressing the themes of the image and likeness of God, grace 

and freedom, and the Mystery and mysteries of the Church. A central place is given to the 

major fourth-century theological debate concerning the relationship between grace and 

freedom, which serves as the foundation for the argument regarding the passage from image 

to likeness through the mysteries and ascetical struggle. Freedom is not understood as merely 

“complementing” grace but as the personal response to its initiative—an ontological 

movement toward likeness. The Eucharist is not interpreted as “one sacrament among others,” 

but as their very heart—the central rhythm of ecclesial life that gives meaning to and seals 

every other mystery. It remains in profound synergy with ascetical struggle, together shaping 

the divine likeness within the human person. 

The third part of the study offers an analytical and theologically grounded examination of 

human salvation through the mysteries and ascetical struggle in the perspective of the 

Palamite doctrine of essence and energies. Eucharistic life is interpreted as ontological 

participation in the very life of Christ—as a gift and communion in His theanthropic 

existence; ascetical life, in turn, is conceptualized as a gradual anthropological formation 

“according to the image of Christ,” that is, an ascent into His uncreated energies. Within this 

framework, the study examines the possible dichotomies that arise from a rupture between the 

eucharistic and ascetical dimensions of Christian life, as well as the theological and 

ecclesiological consequences of such a division. 

Particular emphasis is placed on the Church’s teaching concerning the intrinsic relationship 

and inseparable unity between eucharistic and ascetical dynamics, traced through the 

significance of preparation before Holy Communion. Drawing on the patristic and liturgical 

tradition, the study addresses contemporary questions related to preparation for the reception 

of the Holy Mysteries, eucharistic fasting, and the role of asceticism as an integral component 

of eucharistic life.

The book examines the Church’s tradition concerning the Dormition of the Most Holy 

Theotokos. It defends the thesis of the Dormition and Resurrection of the Theotokos. The 

study analyzes key manuscripts of the Byzantine tradition—Sin. 630 and Sin. 631 (11th 

century)—as well as the Slavic manuscript tradition, in particular manuscript Ta (11th 

century). 

The research is based on a systematic analysis of hymnographic and patristic works dedicated 

to the feast. Liturgical feasts and services related to the Dormition of the Theotokos are 

examined in detail, with particular attention given to their theological content and 

development within the Church’s tradition. 

 

3.The Joyful sorrow (ΧΑΡΜΟΛΥΠΗ) in the works of the Ascetic and the 

Hymnographer Fathers. Ostkirchliche Studien 70 Band, 2021, Heft 2 echter, Würzburg, pp.

The text examines the state of joyful sorrow as belonging to the fullness of the Church, 

the foundations of which are found in the Scriptures and the teachings of Christ, contained in 

the New Testament. The writings of the ascetic fathers describe the experience of the ancient 

ascetics from St. Anthony the Great to the modern ones, such as St. Porphyrios the 

Kapsokalivite. The Church Fathers, who write about harmolipi, speak of it as a spiritual state 

based on contemplation, it is a step of the divine love towards spiritual ecstasy and divine 

intoxication. The hymnographic fathers, who write about the joyful sorrow, describe it 

without analyzing, supplementing and confirming with the laudatory theology in verse what 

the ascetic fathers have said. The text distinguishes joy as an emotional state of human nature 

from joyful sorrow as a spiritual state, which is embodied in the ethos of the Church, in its 

faith and life according to the Cross and the Resurrection of Christ. 

 

4. Some Aspects of the Church’s Teaching on Spiritual Warfare Based on the 

Work of St John Cassian the Roman, Conferences with the Fathers.

The study focuses on key dimensions of the Church’s spiritual life as examined through the 

lens of the work of St John Cassian the Roman, Conferences with the Fathers. Drawing on 

Cassian’s teaching and the broader ascetical tradition, the author seeks theological arguments 

concerning both the origins of and the ways to overcome the perceived opposition between 

the Eucharist and ascetical life. 

The article raises the question of the supposed existence of therapeutic and eucharistic 

spiritualities of the Church as separate and autonomous realities, arguing that such a division 

is alien to Orthodox ecclesial spirituality. 

 

5. The Soteriology of the Orthodox Ascetical Tradition in the Ancient Church 

and Today, Based on the Discourses of St Dorotheus of Gaza (†560) and St 

Porphyrios of Kavsokalyvia (†1991).

The article examines the soteriological dimension of the ascetical teachings of two of the most 

significant Fathers of the Orthodox ascetical tradition. Through a comparative analysis, it 

identifies both substantial parallels in their writings and notable differences that reflect the 

dynamism and development of Orthodox ascetical practice from antiquity to the present day. 

Abba Dorotheus transmits the spiritual experience of the Egyptian ascetics of the sixth 

century, focusing on spiritual warfare, the cutting off of the passions, and the acquisition of 

virtues. St Porphyrios of Kavsokalyvia, by contrast, places love for God at the center of the 

Christian ascetical struggle—a love that transforms the passions, overturns evil, and leads the 

human person to deification (theosis). Here, the emphasis shifts from direct struggle against 

the passions to contemplative communion with Christ. Through the mysteries, prayer, and 

liturgical worship, the faithful are led toward doxology and the contemplation of God. 

In the discourses of St Porphyrios, the correlation between soteriology and ecclesiology is 

articulated with particular clarity, underscoring the inseparable link between personal salvific 

effort and ecclesial life, which is constituted through participation in the mysteries and the 

liturgical community. 



 

6. The Pedagogical Views of Metropolitan Methodius Kusev of Stara Zagora 

(1838–1922) and Metropolitan Boris Razumov of Nevrokop (1888–1948).

The article examines the pedagogical views of two prominent hierarchs from the modern 

history of the Church in Bulgaria—Metropolitan Methodius of Stara Zagora and Metropolitan 

Boris of Nevrokop. On the basis of a comparative analysis, key moments from their ecclesial 

ministry and life trajectories are traced against the background of the historical period in 

which they lived, as factors shaping their pedagogical perspectives. 

Both hierarchs identify three principal factors in the process of education and formation: 

faith, the family, and the school. According to them, the influence of materialistic 

worldviews within the educational process leads to the deterioration of Bulgarian schooling 

and society, resulting in an educational system that imparts knowledge but fails to provide 

genuine moral and spiritual formation. 

7.Anthropological Collisions in the Correlation between Dogma and Ethos in 

the Church.

The study analyzes the essence of the collision between liberalism and fundamentalism 

through the lens of the disruption of the correlation between dogma and ethos in the life of the 

Church. The arguments presented are supported by biblical, patristic, and hymnographic 

evidence. Particular emphasis is placed on the contemporary manifestations of the liberalism–

fundamentalism collision. 

The article provides a comparative analysis of this tension as it appears in the Church’s 

witness over the centuries, and traces the transformations of the Christian ethos in the modern 

world as a result of secularization and the breakdown of the dogma–ethos correlation.

St John Chrysostom emphasizes the responsibility of parents in the upbringing of their 

children, whereas St Porphyrios focuses on love as the central formative principle, teaching 

that children should be educated in love and through love. The emphasis is placed on the 

sanctification of the entire family—the holiness of the parents and the children—who from an 

early age live in the embrace of God and in communion with Him.
