Apostles (the Epistles of the Holy Apostles James, Peter, John, and Jude, and the Epistles of
St. Paul), with its purpose, subject, and research objectives, as well as in the context it is
placed and examined—the union of the soul with God—is not presented from a biblical New
Testament perspective. The author of the study uses main and secondary sources in Hebrew,
Greek, Latin, German, Russian, Bulgarian, English, and French to compile this work. In
addition to the Holy Scriptures of the New Testament, he also provides a detailed review of
the topic in the Old Testament and rabbinical literature, from the history of religions
perspective (in the context of early Christianity), mystery cults and Gnosticism, philosophy,
and apocryphal literature (from the Old and New Testament age). The topic of the study also
rises issues related to moral theology, dogmatics, patrology, and church history. The present
work also provides a broad overview of contemporary biblical researches (studies, articles and
monographs) specifically on the quoted and analyzed verses from the New Testament in the
different languages. Unlike most New Testament studies in Bulgaria, which deal
predominantly with introductory questions to the New Testament, this work also contains
extensive interpretations of the New Testament. Four of the five chapters contain extensive
exegetical sections covering interpretations by both the Church Fathers and more recent and
contemporary scholars and researchers of the Holy Scriptures. In the last, fifth chapter, the
author also includes sections (revised and amplified) of some of his publications over the last
fourteen years — shorter studies in the field of the New Testament, which are also related to
the topic of the present monographic study, thus showing that it is the fruit and result of
gradual and long-term work, through which he constructively reaches the point of its
ideological and thematic content and elaboration.

The article presents the author's thesis that the significance of the Gospel of the
Saviour lies in the fact that it reflects some more detailed events (the vision of the disciples on
the mountain) and additional dialogues between the Saviour and the disciples, which also
include the words of Jesus Christ on the cross and the prediction of His descent into hell,
which took place before His death on the cross. In this way, they clarify and further explain
some of the events and Christ's speeches related to the same time and place in the New
Testament. It is also noted that, unlike the canonical Gospels, the author of the Gospel of the
Saviour pays greater attention to the inner experience of Jesus Christ in view of His
impending death on the cross and reflects the questions, reactions, and views of the disciples
about their fate after that moment onwards.
